CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00PM with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Jeff Heerdt.  Members present: Council Members: Mark Schwiderski, Gary Bipes, Ralph Bergsma, Janet Olson.  Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya, City Administrator.  Citizens present: Mike Jacoby, Jason Lange and Chuck Gentry.  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Olson motioned to approve the agenda with the following additions, 6B Dave Palm, Bolton & Menk – an update on the lighting project.  Council Member Bipes seconded.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted to approve the agenda, none votes against, motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Council Member Bergsma motioned to approve the minutes of the September 14, 2009 and September 28, 2009.  Council Member Schwiderski seconded.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
PETITIONS, REQUESTS, AND COMMUNICATIONS
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

Dave Palm, Bolton & Menk filled the council in on the downtown street lighting.    MnDOT and Holophane have discussed the project and the problems with the lights.  Holophane sent a letter late today.   There is a two year warranty on everything.  The lights have a five year warranty.  MnDOT said they would put in the timers if Holophane would pay for the timers.  MnDOT would prefer that Design Electric do all the work so the warranty would not be compromised.

Holophane stated they will try to come up with a solution which will not have any negative cost impact on the City of Hector or any detrimental impact on any existing warranties.  They would like the go ahead if they meet theses conditions.    Council Member Bipes motioned to allow them to start the work under the conditions that a timer would be installed in each cabinet which would allow for the lights to turn on and off (as well as the receptacles) at the same time and the warranty remain in force as originally planned in the project specs. And there is no cost to the City of Hector with a second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Bipes, Heerdt, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Palm stated Design Electric will be here this week to tighten the bolts and look at the loose poles and bases.
Park
The new mower is in.  The new mowers are designed such that they move fast according to Kenney.
All the department reports were reviewed.

Council Member Olson explained the County Interoperable Communications meeting.  There are three options the county is looking at.  An option will be decided in the near future.  The city is working on a list of radios and pagers needed for the Police, Fire and Ambulance Departments.  All three departments need to be represented at these meetings.
