 HECTOR CITY COUNCIL

MAY 12, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00PM with the pledge of allegiance on May 12, 2008, by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Steve Squibb, Mark Schwiderski.  Council Members absent:  Gary Bipes, Roger Newman.   Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya, Barb Johnson, Harold Carstens, Mike Kenney, Jerome Schueller, Kurt Kozel, Karl Koford.  Citizens in attendance:  Penny Macik, Lowell Grimm, David and Lucy Penkert.  Others in attendance:  Brian Meyer from SEH.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Squibb motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of Kirk Reckow, representing the American Legion, requesting closing of a street for Corn Chaff Days.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Schwiderski motioned to approve the minutes of the April 14th Regular Council Meeting and the April 28th Special Meeting.  Squibb seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, AND COMMUNICATIONS
Ken Rodmyre, Ambulance President, submitted a request to include an advance life support charge to the current billing when an ALS service is requested.  Squibb motioned to adopt Resolution 08-13 which establishes a fee of $205 when ALS service is used.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

David and Lucy Penkert addressed the Council regarding repair of their lawn after a new water line was installed from the City water main.  City responsibility would only be the boulevard.  Any repair on the Penkert property would be between Penkert’s and Hjerpe, the contractor.  Schueller stated he would contact Hjerpe and request they look at the property.  Mayor Heerdt requested the Penkert’s to submit a letter to the City listing what they felt needed to be repaired.  Penkert’s agreed to submit a letter.  

Brian Meyer, representing SEH, submitted a professional services agreement for the airport arrival/departure building.  The City share of the proposed fee of $18,700 would be $935.  There would be five progress meetings and a final meeting.    Meyer will attend these meetings and an inspector will observe during the construction.   The contractor’s contract gives a 60 calendar day for completion.  Squibb motioned to accept the proposed agreement.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Squibb motioned to accept the federal grant for construction of a new arrival/departure building and the purchase of snow removal equipment for the airport.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Kirk Reckow, representing the Hector Legion, requested to close 2nd Street East from Birch Street East to the south end of the Legion property for a dance on Friday, July 11th until midnight.  He will block the street with some trailers from Olinger trucking to help contain the noise level for neighbors and will send letters to immediate neighbors.   They will have security.  Chief Kozel stated officers will also check the area during the evening.  Schwiderski motioned to grant the request of blocking the street.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
A letter will be sent to MNDOT and the FAA regarding contact information with the City for the construction of the airport arrival/departure building.  

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS

Squibb motioned to adopt Resolution 08-14 which approves a charitable gaming permit for St. John’s Church.  Schwiderski seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
The Council had the first reading and reviewed Ordinance No. 235 which establishes license regulations for tattoo and body piercing establishments.  

The Council discussed Ordinance No. 130.05 which pertains to curfews.  Officer Kozel suggested the curfew be set to 11:30PM Friday and Saturday evenings and 10:00PM Sunday through Thursday.  Chief Kozel stated he felt this would help to eliminate mischievous activities.  The Council requested information from surrounding cities and tabled to the next meeting with a full Council present.  
REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES

· Police Department:  Chief Kozel presented his monthly report.  With the warmer weather there are more skate boards and bikes on the streets.  Kozel suggested citations issued for violators.  This would be a ticket in the amount of $10 to $15 with a signature of a parent upon payment of the ticket.  Kenney stated there has been damage in the parks from bikes and skate boards on the picnic tables.  Johnson stated there has been damage on the planter at City Hall from skate boards.  Main Street business owners have also filed complaints.  Mayor Heerdt questioned if warnings should be issued.  Council Member Schwiderski questioned if the police could use their digital camera for violators.  Chief Kozel stated they do have a digital camera.  The Council requested a copy of the ticket that would be used and tabled for a full Council to be present.     
· Park Department: Kenney is working on pool repairs.  Kenney will spray the cemetery for weeds this week or next week, weather permitting.  Mayor Heerdt questioned mosquito spraying for the summer.  No one in the City is licensed to spray mosquitoes.  In the past we have been spraying with dairy mix for the Corn Chaff weekend and that seems to be working.  
· Street Department: Carstens stated he has been working with Schueller on water main breaks and the gravel pile is getting low.  The roof vent from the Community Center has been removed and Tinsmith has ordered a new vent.  MNDOT has been called to repair the lights at the junction of Hwy 212 & 4 which are not working.  Carstens is working on a survey rating the condition of the streets.  Penny Macik questioned how their alley was rated.  Carstens stated they have been grading the alley.  Mayor Heerdt stated the Street Department would keep an eye on it.  When repairing the water leak at the old NAPA building, an electric line was damaged.  Xcel had not located their line.  KJW was called to repair.  The employees are working on City clean-up week.  
· Water/Wastewater Department: Schueller reviewed his monthly report.  He completed hauling biosolids.  He suggested installation of a motion light detector for well #4 since there was another attempted break-in on April 22nd.  Council questioned the cause of the recent water main breaks.  Schueller stated the main cause is electrolysis, but also corrosion and ground movement.    The Council reviewed the insurance claim for Sentry Environmental, Inc. for the damaged camera used in the Degner water main repair.  Schwiderski motioned to issue Sentry Environmental Inc. a check for $1,457.70  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
· Administration:  Administrator Hoyhtya gave the Council a list of delinquent utility accounts and a recap of the employee meeting held on May 5th.  New service work order forms and picnic table request forms have been implemented.  Hepatitis A shots will be available to employees.  A solar powered light for the flag pole by the Hector sign in the Main Street Park will be installed so the flag is lit at night.  A motion light will be looked into for well #4.  The recycling dumpster will now be emptied twice a week – Tuesdays and Fridays.  A thank you was sent to the Fire Department for hosing down downtown sidewalks.  With the tornado season approaching, we need to check the batteries for the siren.   Hoyhtya is looking into a digital sign with discussion on where to place it.  Council discussed a paint list for the downtown renovation and will request MNDOT to paint only the handicap areas and crosswalks.  The new cobra light poles are silver, but

could be painted black to match the decorative poles. The Council expressed concern if 
the top were painted, that it would chip.  Hoyhtya will check and report to the Council.  
Three or four of the gas monitoring wells have been closed, but not sealed.  Unfortunately 
the present owners were not the owners at the time the wells were closed.  The Council 
requested sealing of the wells be included with the downtown project.   The fire-hood in 
the Community Center requires an inspection every 6 months.  J.N. Johnson Sales and 
Service has previously done inspections, but will not complete an inspection unless we 
bring the fire-hood into compliance.  They have given a bid of $800 to inspect and bring 
the fire-hood into compliance.  Squibb motioned to accept the bid.  Schwiderski 
seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  The senior nutrition program site use agreement 
for 2008 has not been approved.  Approval tabled to the next meeting to see what the fee 
has been in the past.  
· Mayor: Mayor Heerdt attended the annual Mayor’s Conference stating it was an informative meeting.  
NEW BUSINESS
PAYABLES

Schwiderski motioned to accept the payables in the amount of $52,919.48, additional payables in the amount of $6,852.04, KJW in the amount of $1,028.99, and Paintin’ Place in the amount of $83.07 for a total of $60,883.58.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Administrator Hoyhtya included April financial reports in the Council packets.  Hoyhtya stated State LGA funding has not been determined as of yet.  
Hector EDA meeting Thursday, May 15th, 7:00AM at the Community Center.  Grocery store informational meeting on Monday, May 19th at 6:30PM at the Community Center.  Airport Advisory Board Meeting Tuesday, May 27th 6:00PM at the Community Center.
