SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
APRIL 24, 2007

Mayor Jeff Heerdt reconvened the 2007 Board of Appeals meeting at 5:38 p.m. on April 24, 2007.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt.  Council Members:  Roger Newman and Steve Squibb.  Members absent:  Mark Schwiderski and Gary Bipes.  Staff present:  Administrator Matt Jaunich and County Assessor Randy Mertz.  Citizens in attendance:  Charles Gentry.
Randy Mertz updated the Council on his reevaluation of the Charles Gentry home.  Randy stated that there were some measurement changes that he made and that the drawing of the house was corrected from their field card.  Randy also stated that Mr. Gentry had an open porch, which was wrong from their records which indicated a closed porch.
