CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Acting Mayor Mark Schwiderski at the Hector Community Center.  Members present: Council Members: Ralph Bergsma, Janet Olson and Mark Schwiderski.  Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya. 
Acting Mayor Schwiderski called the meeting to order with the pledge of allegiance being said by everyone.  Acting Mayor Schwiderski thanked everyone for coming. 
Hoyhtya read Acting Chief’s Charley Roemhild’s resignation from the City Council effective April 23, 2010.  They council thanked Officer Charley for his service to the community and said they were sad to see him go this way.  

The personnel committee recommends Mike Nguyen as Acting Chief.  Council Member Bergsma motioned to appoint Mike Nguyen as Acting Chief with a second from Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bergsma to increase Nguyen’s pay as Acting Chief to $15.11 per hour. Second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Olson, and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Acting Police Chief is looking to add to the part time roster.  The personnel committee will interview four candidates the Acting Chief has given them.
Motion by Bergsma to approve Resolution 10-15 accepting the resignation of Gary Bipes as council member and declares that a vacancy exists, second by Olson.  Bergsma, Olson and Schwiderski voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
