Airport

Motion to approve the recommendation by the committee to go out for Request for Proposals for snow removal/grass mowing duties by Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member Olson. Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried. 

Ambulance – Council Member Bergsma made a motion to approve the 2011 officers: Janet Olson President, Jen Macik Vice President, Sheree Hable Secretary with Steve Squibb filling in while Hable is on maternity leave, second by Council Member Radermacher. Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Radermacher voted in favor, Olson abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.

EDA 

The EDA approved the authorization resolution for the sale of the housing bonds.  The sale will take place on February 15, 2011.

The grocery store committee was given the authorization to have a market study done.    

Hoyhtya continues to work with Dr. Fiedler on his new building.

Police

The council approved the Support/Maintenance Agreement with Renville County for law enforcement management software system IT support with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve the Procession of Property Seized for Administrative Forfeiture Policy, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The council discussed uncontrolled intersections and Police Chief Nguyen provided the council with a map of accidents within the city for the last two years.  Highway 212 and 4 intersection was discussed.
Police Chief Nguyen presented the council with an Administrative/Blight Procedures Policy and explained the procedures.

Police Chief Nguyen presented his annual report.  It will also be on the web site.  He reviewed the report with the council and the council thanked him for an exceptional report.  
Officer Koford will be in charge of the Safe & Sober Program for 2011.
Street Department

The city received a quote from Countrywide Lumber to insulate, add a door and various other improvements to a building for $27,061.43.  The council tabled this until next meeting after Kurt Klawitter presents his proposal for purchasing the old fire hall.

Water/wastewater Departments

The meter replacement program is replacing 10% of the meters each year, which is approximately 55 meters.

Administration

Motion by Council Member Gentry to leave what is in place now for holiday pay being 6 ½ days (New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Eve ½ day, and Christmas Day) and 2 floating holidays and adding the third floating holiday for 2011 with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The building code permit process was reviewed.  The building inspector is responsible for enforcing the building code.  Darin Haslip, building inspector is interested in working with residents and business owners in working through the permit process.

The March council meeting has been changed to March 8th from the 14th at 7:00 p.m. at the Community Center.
The council read a letter from Kurt Klawitter.  He will be at the March meeting to present his proposal to the council for the purchase of the old fire hall.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $168,546.48 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The city received a random sales tax audit.  The city will be getting a refund of $1,766.36 for the pool and will be paying in $1,004.53 for general funding.

ADJOURNEMENT 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:33 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
