SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

DECEMBER 7, 2009
CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jeff Heerdt at The Hector Community Center.  Members present: Council Members: Ralph Bergsma, Janet Olson and mark Schwiderski.  Absent: Council Member Gary Bipes.  Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya. 
Visitors included:  Steven Peterson, Bill Esser, Marcel Mathison, LeRoy Carlson, Steve Swanson, Charles Mathiowetz, Jason Lange, and Kurt Sandgren.

Mayor Heerdt called the meeting to order with the pledge of allegiance being said by everyone.  Mayor Heerdt welcomed everyone and thanked them for coming. 
Brookfield, Martinsburg and Osceola townships were represented.  

Councilmember Olson said that she had just gotten information on a $10,000 grant that they could use for safety equipment for the ambulance and fire department.

The run report consisting of 20 calls for the fire department and 82 runs for the ambulance so far this year was reviewed.  This included the amount billed, paid and pending.  The fire department billed $9,425.00 for their calls, the ambulance billed out $57,669.78 for their calls.

Administrator Hoyhtya explained the budget for both the fire department and ambulance.  

Ambulance expenses through November 2009 are $25,039 with a budget of $35,348 and revenue of $53,053. and budget of $60,088.

Fire department expenses through November 2009 are $86,833 with a budget of $94,739 including capital improvement fund and fire department bond and revenue of $53,104 with a budget of $38,467.

Grants, fire relief donations, fund raisers were explained.  The training of the ambulance and new firemen were also explained.  The ambulance department has 17 members and the fire department has 27 members.  The runs were reviewed for the year and the pay raise for the ambulance was reviewed.

Janet Olson stated that we need to budget for equipment replacement.  This lead to a discussion on rates.  Currently the rates are $170.00 per section for fire department and $68.00 per section for ambulance.  It was decided that the townships would prefer a dollar amount raise versus a percentage.  The following will be voted on by the Hector City Council at their December 14, 2009 meeting:
