CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on February 13, 2006.  Members present:  Mayor: Jeff Heerdt, Council Members: Don Olinger, Gary Bipes, Steve Squibb.  Members Absent:  Roger Newman.   Staff present:  Matt Jaunich, Barb Johnson, Harold Carstens, Jerome Schueller, Mike Kenney, Tony Fauglid.   Citizens in attendance: Jason Lange.  Mayor Heerdt called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Squibb motioned to approve the agenda.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Squibb motioned to approve the minutes of the January 9th meeting.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

Dick Asleson, Northland Securities, reviewed the financial summary of the equipment bond certificates.  Bond total is $220,000 with interest in the amount of $27,000 for a total of $247,000.  This is a 5 year bond with an interest rate is 3.6%.  The money would be available in March.

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
Bipes motioned to adopt Resolution 06-05 which changes the address of Brian Pierce from 10 Maple Circle to 917 Birch Ave. W.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Squibb motioned to adopt Resolution 06-06 which approves the equipment bond certificates.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES

DEPARTMENT SUPERVISOR REPORTS

· Harold stated the new payloader with the wing arrived on February 9th and works fine.  They have looked at a truck from Boyer Ford and will also look at a truck Renville County has for sale.   He is waiting for a quote from Larson Chev and Witte Ford on a pick-up.   Jerome and Mike will be attending a pool certification school, Mike and Jerome to attend a vactor clinic, and Dubs to attend a sweeper clinic.
· Jerome reviewed his monthly report.  Meters for the replacement program have been ordered.  Painting is being done on the water and wastewater plants along with annual maintenance.  

· Mike continues maintenance on summer equipment.  He is gathering information on a grant for painting public buildings and also upgrades to the Main Street Park bathrooms.

· Tony is working on removal of the impounded vehicles, some of which can be sold and others given to the Fire Department for training purposes.  

· Matt presented the Council with a 2005 year end report in their monthly packets.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Council discussed vacating of Maple Circle.    David Palm, Bolton and Menk, suggested instead of dividing this property, to vacate the property to one property owner which would likely be Clarence Washburn.  If the area was divided between the three property owners, the property would need to be surveyed at a cost of $2000 to $2500.  Council Member Olinger expressed concern that with vacating this property, language would state these property owners would be responsible for any future assessments on Birch Ave. E.    Council requested Administrator Jaunich request the property owners to attend the next Council meeting to address vacating Maple Circle. 
NEW BUSINESS

APPROVAL OF PAYABLES

Olinger motioned to approve the payables and additional payables with a correction on the amount ($1235.40) for Diamond Vogel and the addition of $150 to MacQueen Equipment for a vactor clinic for Jerome and Mike.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

CITY ISSUES
Country Wide Lumber has approached the City asking if modular homes could be restricted from the proposed Sampson 3rd Addition.  Administrator Jaunich requested a legal opinion.  Saunders stated that a City should not restrict, but if the Council felt it necessary, they could risk it.  Administrator Jaunich stated he felt any new home construction would provide an increase in the tax base and benefit the City.  Council was in agreement that due to the cost of the proposed lots, they felt no restriction should be enforced.  Country Wide has expressed an interest in building a spec house in the proposed addition.   Sampson has indicated he is interested in selling the property, but is not sure of the details of the sale.  
Hector Communications presented Matt with information on combining internet service for the office and the police department into one account with the installation of a firewall to provide separation between the two offices.  The fee to change the service is $349.00.  The monthly statement would decrease $49.95.  Bipes motioned to combine the service.  Olinger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
To comply with the “Help America Vote” campaign for the handicap, we are required to provide election equipment for the handicap.  Renville County will purchase the equipment and store it.  We need to purchase programming at an annual estimated cost of $600 a year.  Hector and Martinsburg Townships have requested to share this expense with us.  At this time, no agreements have been made with them.   Squibb motioned to enter into an agreement with Renville County for the election equipment.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Olinger motioned to renew the antenna lease agreement with Renville County Sheriff in the amount of $65.00 per month.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

AIRPORT ISSUES

Council Member Bipes stated he felt insurance on the new hangars was too expensive.  He checked with others who own hangars and they are not paying such high rates.  Bipes felt the value was overpriced.  Tabled to the next meeting for insurance quotes and information from the League Insurance.  
Specs will be given to Witte Ford and Larson Chev to bid on a snow plow truck for the airport.
Olinger motioned to accept an agreement with Ed Newberg for snow removal and grass mowing at the airport with an insertion that equipment maintenance would be Newberg’s responsibility.
Snow removal: $2575.  Grass Mowing: $5665.  Squibb seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS

Olinger motioned to change the March Council Meeting to March 20, 2006.  Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
ADJOURNMENT

Bipes motioned to adjourn.  Squibb seconded.  Adjournment time 8:23 PM
