Minutes of Meeting

June 15, 2006
A meeting of the Hector EDA was called to order at 7:07 a.m. by Chairman Steve Caulkins in the Hector Community Center.  

Members Present:  Steve Caulkins, John Hubin, Penny Macik, Bob Lange
Members Absent:  Neil Sing, Jason Kautz, Jeff Heerdt
Staff Present:  Matt Jaunich, Executive Director
Bob Lange motioned to approve the agenda.  John Hubin seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

John Hubin motioned to approve the May 18th regular meeting minutes.  Bob Lange seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Jaunich presented an announcement of a tour taking place on June 26th throughout Renville County regarding several agricultural businesses being sponsored by ProAg and Farm Bureau.
Financial Reports

Jaunich presented the financial reports for the EDA and Prairie View.  The checkbook balance was $46,322.33 and the Hummingbird Court account had a balance of $2,543.63.  The 4M Fund had a balance of $17,481.82.  The Prairie View financials for May had not showed up as of the meeting.  
Updates

Jaunich gave an update on the Property Tax Refund Program.  Jaunich informed the EDA that the program was received well from the City Council and is currently being looked at by the City Attorney.  Jaunich also stated that Mandy Kirschbaum had presented a purchase agreement to Carey Nelson.  Mandy agreed to take on Carey’s debt and give him an additional $2,000.  Jaunich stated that Mandy will meet with the EDA when she hears back from Carey.
Executive Director’s Report
Jaunich gave his Executive Director’s report.  Jaunich updated the board on activities throughout town and with the County HRA/EDA.  Jaunich pointed out that the sidewalk at Heidi Haas’ apartment at Hummingbird Court needs to be replaced and he will budget for it next year.  Jaunich informed the EDA that they had received a grant of $2,500 from the County HRA/EDA.
Discussion on Prairie View

A discussion was held on charges for home care services at Prairie View.  Jaunich presented a letter he had received from Penny with a detailed list of certain charges in the assisted living side that aren’t included in the rent.  Penny stated that she was concerned with overpricing out at Prairie View and wanted to know what the rent included.  Jaunich stated that the increases in service prices are so that Prairie View can increase wages to maintain employees.  Macik stated that the quality of employees was a concern.  Jaunich stated that he was waiting to hear back from management on some more specific details and would include it on the next agenda.  More discussion took place on Prairie View.
Other News

Jaunich presented Resolution 06-01 which accepted the grant from the County HRA/EDA.  Jaunich stated that in his application, the money was to go a commercial rehabilitation project for businesses in town, but that the money could be used for something else.  Steve Caulkins stated that the EDA could accept the grant and designate the funds at a later time, maybe to the grocery store.  

Bob Lange motioned to approve Resolution 06-01.  John Hubin seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

John Hubin informed the EDA that he would be meeting with the Metropolitan Council next month to discuss commuter rail to Montevideo.

With no further discussion, John Hubin motioned to adjourn.  Steve Caulkins seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 7:52 a.m.
