Bills

Financial Reports

Neil Sing and Matt Jaunich presented the financial reports for the EDA and Prairie View.  The checkbook balance was at $707.32 and the Hummingbird Court account had a balance of $17,549.52.  The 4M Fund had a balance of $7,244.65.  The Prairie View financials for November had not been received yet. 
Executive Director’s Report
Jaunich updated the members present on Prairie View, EDA news, Hummingbird Court news, and Renville County HRA/EDA news.  Jaunich stated that Prairie View is once again full.  Jaunich also stated that Highway 212 plans are going through and that the City needs to start thinking about development the available land that will come to the City.  Jaunich also told the EDA that he was getting closer to finalizing a deal with Curt Sampson on land to develop for housing.  Jaunich stated that Hummingbird Court will be having another opening soon due to the passing away of Irvin Radloff.  Discussion was held by the members on economic development issues.  No action was taken due to a lack of a quorum. 
With no further discussion, John Hubin motioned to adjourn.  Neil Sing seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 8:11 a.m.
