David Palm, Bolton & Menk Engineering, reviewed the improvements with the proposed assessments.
Since this is a new development and the lots have not been sold, the only assessments would be to the three property owners on Cedar Avenue East that are affected by the improvement.  Listed are the property owners and the proposed assessment which is calculated according to the reconstruction ordinance.

Council reviewed Administrator Jaunich’s proposed price for selling each individual lot.  These prices do not include curb, gutter, and blacktop streets.  After discussion of the length of the assessment and the interest rate, Council consensus was ten (10) years with a 6% interest rate.   The property owner can make full or partial payment  at any time on the assessment which would either eliminate it from the tax roll or partial payment would reduce interest rates.  

Mayor Heerdt questioned David Palm on how long to wait for blacktop.   Palm stated the surface needs to settle for at least a year and it would be a decision from the Council of when they would like to proceed.   Mayor Heerdt  questioned Palm what the selling price of  lots in new development areas Bolton & Menk were involved with.   Palm stated anywhere from $26,000 to $50,000.
Newman motioned to close the Public Hearing.  Bipes seconded.  Hearing closed at 6:53PM.
