APPROVAL OF AGENDA

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion to approve the March 8, 2011 with a correction of Olson voted against the By-Law changes for the airport, March 28, 2011 and April 5, 2011 with a change of Greg Radermacher not Gary by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL 
Rick Clark addressed the accessibility charge for the lawn meters.  When they put the meters in the residents put the meters in so that they would not be charged sewer rates.  The lawn meters have not been charged the accessibility rate before and should be grandfathered in.  If the city changes the rules they should be grandfathered in.  The city will look into this.

Street Department – Snow plowing in the city was discussed.  Mayor Heerdt explained what is done now.  Main Street from Ash to just past Cedar – the sidewalks are cleared and the snow is removed with the blower which is paid for by the State of Minnesota.  Every three snows from the law office to 212 the east side of Main Street banks are trimmed, also reimbursed by the State of Minnesota. The side streets - 2nd Street East from Ash to Cedar, Cedar Avenue East from Main to 2nd Street East, Birch Avenue from 2nd Street East to 2nd Street West, Ash Avenue from 2nd Street East to 2nd Street West, and 2nd Street East from 212 to ½ block north (Hills), sidewalks and streets, at the cities expense. A couple of questions that came up were: Why are the side streets plowed out and hauled away? Can alleys be plowed out too?

Prairie View was missed at the last snow fall.  It should be on the list of emergency routes.

The council will have a meeting before working on the budget where all the businesses are invited to attend to discuss the snow plowing for next season.

Kasee Prafka representing the Gypsy Rebels to explain to the council the fund raisers they will be having this summer for Hector.  They plan on starting with the swimming pool.

The last snow fall there was damage done to property at Prairie View.  If the city is going to continue to do the snow removal out there they will need to get a small blower.

Airport – Motion by Council Member Bergsma to appoint Jeff Broderius as Chairman and Dave Nelson as Vice Chairman for the Hector Municipal Airport Advisory Board with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried. 

Motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma to appoint Steve Karnik to the Advisory Board.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.  
Motion to approve the addition to Bipes hanger pending all proper permits and regulations completed before construction by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Bergsma to allow Sampson to build a new hanger in the place of the oldest city hanger with proper permits and regulations completed and that the lease of $.06 per square foot may change.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Administration

The city will be doing a Workplace Safety Consultation in May at 560 Main Street South.  They will assist in ensuring a safe and healthful workplace.

Motion to approve the bid from Country Wide Lumber for a fire wall at 560 Main Street South for $3,346.58 by Council Member Olson, second by Council member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, Gentry abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher to enter into an agreement with Honey-Do Lawn Service to mow the grass at the City of Hector cemetery for the 2011 year with the added fuel surcharge after $3.00 per gallon and add a height requirement.   Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, Gentry abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The sales tax audit resulted in the city paying $1,004.52 due to various invoices that sales tax had not been charged due to purchases made out of state.  The city also received a refund of $1,771.96 for the swimming pool because sales tax had been paid on swimming lessons.

Personnel Committee

The council reviewed the Public Works Supervisor and Public Works Maintenance job descriptions.  The council would like to know if they need to advertise the Supervisor position or if they can appoint from within.  Tabled until the May meeting.

Motion to close the meeting to discuss personnel issues concerning Adrian Schiebel by Bergsma second by Council member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, Gentry abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to reopen the regular council meeting by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, Gentry abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The council put Adrian Schiebel on 180 days probation, after 90 days if satisfactory work a raise of $.25 and after the next 90 days if satisfactory work another $.25 raise.  

Jerome Schueller is interim Public Works Supervisor consisting of the Street, Parks and Water/Wastewater Department.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $39,028.28 by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
