A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on November 8th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Schwiderski motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of 10-18 minutes, Chuck Gentry applying for an on-sale and Sunday liquor license, D.2. Andy Mathoiwetz as snow plow driver and F.3. RFP Building Inspector, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion of approval of the October 11th minutes by Council Member Bergsma second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Motion of the approval of the October 18th minutes by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Motion of approval of the October 25th minutes second by Council Member Squibb.  Bergsma.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL 
Garbage Contract – 

Motion by Council Member Olson to approve a three year contract with Steve’s Sanitation, second by Council Member Schwiderski. Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

George Eilertson with Northland Securities –

The authority to issue the Public Housing bonds falls with the EDA and the council approving.  Motion by Council Member Schwiderski to recommend to the EDA to approve the Trigger Resolution authorizing approval of the sale of the Bonds in an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $2,500,000 and to execute a bond purchase agreement for the purchase of the bonds with Northland Securities, Inc. (NSI), provided the total net savings is at least $300,000, second by Council Member Olson.

Peter Barberg –

Mr. Barberg is asking that the council remove the late fees and turn on his water to his rental property.  He is also not happy with the grass mowing fee of $200.  He would be willing to pay the $50 reconnect fee to have his water turned on.  Council Member Schwiderski made a motion to turn on the water for a fee of $50 and his is still liable for the past due amount and if not paid it will go on his taxes, second by Mayor Heerdt. Heerdt, Schwiderski voted in favor, Bergsma, Olson and Squibb voted against.  Motion failed.
The money needs to be paid up front before the water will be turned on.

Chuck Gentry – 

Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve an On-sale and Sunday liquor license to Chuck Gentry doing business as American Bar and grill pending all paper work be completed, second by Council Member Schwiderski.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson, Schwiderski and Squibb voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 10-30
A RESOLUTION COVERING ELECTED OFFICIALS 

UNDER WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION

WHEREAS, the city council are elected by the residents of the City of Hector; and

WHEREAS, from time to time the council members are working for the city in attending meetings; and

WHEREAS, the council members are employed in other capacities or retired; and

NOWTHEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Hector that they elect to have workmen’s compensation coverage for the 2011 premium rate of $.25 per $100 of payroll.  This rate is applied to the greater of either the official’s actual salary or an imputed salary of $70.00 per week.

Renee Nolting from Lutheran Social Services was present to discuss the service they offer the senior citizens for meals served and delivered.  The council would like to see the seniors remain at the community center for their meals and activities.  LSS is asking the city to enter into a site agreement which the city would like the city attorney to look at first and to have the equipment in the back kitchen remain.  This will be reviewed at the December meeting.

Jerome Schueller would like to ask the council to reconsider how they pay the Health Savings Account $1,000 for the year.  The council will leave it as it is at monthly.
