REGULAR MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

JULY 28, 2008
CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 6:00PM with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members: Roger Newman, Steve Squibb, Mark Schwiderski. Absent:  Council Member, Gary Bipes  Staff present:  Administrator City Administrator, Barbara Hoyhtya, Water/Wastewater Superintendent, Jerome Schueller, Chief Kurt Kozel and Officer Karl Koford.   Citizens present:  Stuart Bonniwell, Auditor and Bernie Neu.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Newman motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of Bernie Neu second by Schwiderski.  Motion carried unanimously.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, AND COMMUNICATIONS
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL

Bernie Neu attended the meeting at the request of the city administrator.  At the last council meeting the council approved Triple K to put in his sidewalk with a bid of $2,018.  This was with the understanding that Triple K does the work.  Mr. Neu stated he wanted to do the job and charge the city this amount. The council asked him to submit a bid as a contractor.  Hoyhtya will send him a set of specs.     
AUDIT
Stuart Bonniwell presented the 2007 audit to the council.  The city is still in compliance with GASB 34.  The city had reserves in the fund at the end of the year of $270,585.  That is 27% of cash flow based on the fact that the city gets paid twice a year.  The state would like to see 30%-40% cushion.

He will have the Prairie View audit ready to present in August.

He has a concern with the 2000 Street & Utility Improvement project assessment.  Some of the assessment had been forgiven some time back so the money will not be coming in to pay off the assessment.  The city will have to levy a greater amount the next year years to pay this off.

The sale of the Sampson Addition lots will go back into the general fund to help fund the reserves.  A rate study will need to be done to put the utilities in the black.  Overall the city is doing well.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES
· Police Department:  Chief Kozel spoke to the issue of the Republican National Convention.  The St. Paul Police Department is looking for officers to help them in the law enforcement area.  After much discussion Squibb made a motion to enter into a Joint Powers Agreement with the City of St. Paul to allow Officer Koford to work September 1, 3 and 4, 2008 with the understanding the City of Hector will be reimbursed 100% of all funds paid out for Officer Koford.  Second by Newman.   Motion carried unanimously.  The City of Hector will be conducting a mach drill with training on September 2, 2008 in which all officers are requested to be at.
· Water/Wastewater Department: Paintin Place and Wildflower Properties are connected to Pro-Communication water line.  They were sent a letter asking them to split the lines as one can not be turned off without the other not having water.  Schueller will trace the line to see where they are connected and report back to the next council meeting.
· Fire Department – The spending on the fire hall is still under $17,275 at $17,029.25 now.  They will not go over the $10,000 the council has previously approved to finish the job.
· A thank you to Janet Olson for the beautiful job she has done on the painting of the emblems in the fire hall.

· Airport:  Administrator Hoyhtya explained the change order #2 to the council again.  This change order is an addition of a septic mound system and related improvements in the amount of $15,501.00.  Motion by Newman, second by Schwiderski to approve the change order.  Motion carried unanimously.
