JUNE 23, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order at 5:30PM with the pledge of allegiance on June 23, 2008, by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Gary Bipes, Roger Newman, Steve Squibb, and Mark Schwiderski. Staff present:  Barbara Hoyhtya, Harold Carstens, and Jerome Schueller.  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Squibb motioned to approve the agenda, Bipes seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Squibb motioned to approve the minutes of the June 9th Regular Council Meeting, Bipes seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS

Squibb motioned to adopt Resolution 08-18 A Resolution Accepting Donations and Designating Their Use from Lion’s Buffalo Lake for $1,000 for use at the pool.  Second by Bipes  Motion carried unanimously.  
ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL
Mark Miller asked if his sewer bill could be adjusted as their water heater broke and several gallons of water went out his sump pump.  Motion to credit bill by $87.75 by Schwiderski, second by Bipes, motion carried.  

Kirk Reckow approached the council to discuss the American Legion project.  The variance fee is $200.00.  The council decided to review the variance fee at the next regular council meeting.

Bernie Neu is requesting to put in a new sidewalk.  He had gotten two bids
Aggressive Concrete & Masonry   $2,250

Lyrek Masonry & Concrete            $3,295

The city would like Harold to get a bid from Triple K as they will be in town doing other work.  Tabled until next meeting.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS & COMMITTEES

· Street Department: Crack filling, seal coating and patching bid were reviewed.

Patching bids:  Wm Mueller $15,650,  Duininck Bros. $19,938.00  

Motion by Squibb, second by Schwiderski to approve Wm. Mueller’s bid of $15,650. to do the patching for the 2008 season in Hector.  Motion carried unanimously.


Crack filling bids:  Bargen  $8,293 with discount $7,670.; L & M Services $5,255

Motion by Schwiderski, second by Squibb to approve L & M Services for crack filling for the 2008 season in Hector.  Motion carried unanimously.


Seal Coating bids:   Pearson Bros. $ 60,588.25, M.R. Paving & Excavating $79,392.

Motion to not to exceed spending $33,000 on seal coating with Pearson Bros. made by Squibb, second by Schwiderski for needed street work.  Carstens and Hoyhtya will look at the streets needed for that amount of money.    Motion carried unanimously.

Airport Department:  The septic system at the airport was discussed and a motion to approve putting in a mound system at this time by Bipes, second by Newman.  The FAA will pick up 95% of the project 


Police Department:   No Corn Chaff Schedule yet.


Park Department:   The council authorizes an ad be placed in the paper for a temporary full time worker (6 weeks) while Harold is out on sick leave.  Must be 18 years of old, be able to drive, wage $8.50 per hour with no other benefits.  Motion to allow Kenney and Hoyhtya to hire ASAP by Newman, second by Bipes.  Motion carried unanimously.

 
Administration:  Motion to contribute $200 towards the Corn Chaff celebration by Schwiderski, second by Squibb.  Motion carried unanimously.  The council will be riding in the parade.  


Motion to allow Briggs & Morgan to represent Xcel energy in the utility franchise matters by Squibb, second by Bipes.  Motion carried unanimously.
 
Evaluation process was discussed.  The six month review for the new police chief and new full time officer Koford is due.  The department head and employee will each complete an evaluation and will discuss with Hoyhtya at the evaluation.  The council was given an evaluation form to complete on Hoyhtya which will be done at the July 14th council meeting.


The council received the engineers estimate of construction on the downtown project.  The city is still waiting for the state to approve the plans.


Motion by Schwiderski, second by Squibb to approve the accounts payable.  Motion carried unanimously.


Squibb stated the fire department building project is over budget $2,200 but the fire department will reimburse the city with gambling moneys and money to complete the job.  Schwiderski motioned to allow the fire department to finish the job and not to exceed $10,000, second by Newman.  Motion carried unanimously.


There is a planning commission and airport advisory board opening. 


The closing on one lot in the Sampson addition was completed today.

ADJOURNMENT

Bipes motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Squibb seconded.
