MONTHLY CITY COUNCIL MEETING
MAY 14, 2012

CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on May 14th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson, and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya, and Police Chief Pat Callahan.  Others present: Tyson Hajicek with Moore Engineering, Ruth Hamilton, John Hubin, Debra McIntosh, Ed Newberg, and Jerome Schueller. 

Welcome to everyone by Mayor Heerdt.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Council Member Radermacher motioned to approve the agenda with the following additions:  7C & D, 8C E5 & F2 & 3with a second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion of approval of the April 9, 2012 minutes by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS AND COMMUNICATIONS
Motion by Council Member Radermacher to allow Chuck Gentry with the American Bar & Grill to close 2nd Street East from Birch East to Cedar East on Saturday nights from May – September from 5:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. for car shows with a second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, Gentry abstained none voted against.  Motion carried.

Tyson Hajicek with Moore Engineering brought two letters for the council to approve placing the project on the project priorities list with the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority renewing this request to the list.  This gives Hector the opportunity for additional funding.  Council Member Olson made a motion to stay on target and apply to PFA with a second by Council Member Bergsma.    Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Hajicek asked that the council approve the Business Development Infrastructure Application Resolution so that an application can be made for a 50/50 matching fund grant.  DEED looks at the number of jobs the project will create and the declaration of real property.  This project with the Beef Plant will be done in two phases.  1. Lift station and force main and 2. Additional sludge storage capacity.    There will be a pre-treatment agreement. The Beef plant will need to provide a letter of credit or bond before moving forward with the project.

Motion to approve Resolution 12-11 by Council Member Bergsma second by Council Member Radermacher.     Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT INFRASTRUCTURE APPLICATION
RESOLUTION 12-11

Applicants must adopt and submit the following resolution. This resolution must be adopted prior to submission of the forms package. 

BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Hector act as the legal sponsor for project(s) contained in the Business Development Infrastructure Application to be submitted by May 25, 2012 and that Mayor Jeff Heerdt and City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya are hereby authorized to apply to the Department of Employment and Economic Development for funding of this project on behalf of the City of Hector. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Hector has the legal authority to apply for financial assistance, and the institutional, managerial, and financial capability to ensure matching funds, adequate construction, operation, maintenance and replacement of the proposed project for its design life. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Hector has not violated any Federal, State, or local laws pertaining to fraud, bribery, kickbacks, collusion, conflict of interest or other unlawful or corrupt practice. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that upon approval of its application by the state, the City of Hector, may enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota for the above-referenced project(s), and that it will comply with all applicable laws and regulations as stated in all contract agreements. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that upon approval of its application by the state, the City of Hector, will commit 50 percent of the total project costs required towards the local match requirement. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Hector will the repay the grant if milestones are not realized by the completion date identified in the Application. 

The City of Hector certifies that it will comply with all applicable laws, regulations, and rules of the Business Development Infrastructure Application. 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Mayor Jeff Heerdt and City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya, or their successors in office, are hereby authorized to execute such agreements, and amendments thereto, as are necessary to implement the project(s) on behalf of the applicant.

RESOLUTION 12-10

A RESOLUTION TO CLOSE TRUNK HIGHWAY #4 ON SATURDAY JULY 14, 2012, FROM 11:30 A.M. TO 1:30 P.M. FOR THE HECTOR CORN CHAFF DAYS PARADE


WHEREAS, participants and event officials will obey all Minnesota Laws pertaining to the use of Highway Rights of Way; and

WHEREAS, the event officials will notify the Minnesota State Patrol of the proposed event and will provide law enforcement officers to control and/or detour trunk highway traffic affected by the event; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hector agrees to assume entire responsibility and liability for all damages or injury to all persons, whether employees or otherwise and to all property, arising out of, resulting from or in any manner connected with the operation of the event.

The City of Hector agrees to indemnify the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MN/DOT), its agents and employees from all such claims including, without limiting the generality of the foregoing claims for which the Department may be or may be claimed to be liable, and legal fees and disbursements paid or incurred to enforce the provisions of this paragraph.

The City of Hector further agrees to obtain, maintain and pay for such general liability coverage as will ensure the provisions of this paragraph.

WHEREAS, the City of Hector will be responsible for any damage done to the highway property as a result of the event activities, damages payable upon receipt of invoice.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the City Council of the City of Hector permits Trunk Highway #4 to be closed for the Hector Corn Chaff Days Parade on July 14th from 11:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m.

RECORDS RETENTION SCHEDULE
RESOLUTION 12-12

WHEREAS, to comply with the Records Management Statute MS 138.17, it is necessary to adopt a plan for managing governmental records including the proper retention and disposal of municipal records; and

WHEREAS, the Records Management Statute MS 138.17 establishes the Records Disposition Panel and requires all government entities to follow an orderly process in disposing of government information; and

WHEREAS,  the State of Minnesota has approved for use by all Minnesota Cities the “Minnesota General Records Retention Schedule for Cities” which authorizes cities adopting said schedule an orderly method of disposing of municipal records; and

WHEREAS, the “Minnesota General Records Retention Schedule for Cities” is regularly updated.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Hector, Minnesota adopts the Minnesota General Records Retention Schedule and directs the City Administrator to notify the Minnesota Historical Society/State Archives Department.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that following state approval, City Departments are directed to provide for retention and destruction of records as set forth in said schedule and its subsequent revision.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES

Airport –Motion by Council Member Gentry to award the mowing contract to Ed Newberg at $18.00 per hour with the use of city tractor and no charge for weed whipping and the trimming with a second by Council Member Olson. Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
The council will rebid the snow removal in the fall.

EDA – The council reviewed the EDA minutes.

Police – Police Chief Callahan stated that there has been in increase in thefts and nuisance and animal complaints.  He encourages anyone with additional information on the thefts to come forward.
Blight will be addressed now that the city wide clean up is done.
A 3rd portable radio will be needed.  The county is going after more radios and this will cover the 3rd radio if the grant comes through.  If not we will have to see where we can get the money to cover this purchase.

Motion to sell the 2002 Squad and earmark the money for equipment for the police department by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The Mayor read a Proclamation proclaiming May 13-19, 2012 as Peace officers Memorial Week and Police Week in Hector.
Public Works – Motion to approve the bids from Pearson Bros. Inc. for Seal Coating for $43,466.50, Duninick for Patching for $27,866.70 and SW Dust Treatment for Dust Control for $2,242.86 for a total of $73,576.06 and taking out 2nd Street West by Council Member Olson and second by Council Member Bergsma. Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The council already approved a stump grinder and will limit the purchase to $6,000 getting what is best for the city.
 
Administration – Motion to adopt the Unintentionally High Utility Policy by Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The city has received $3,633,00 for workmen’s compensation dividend and $1,281.00 for audit adjustments.

The city has settled on the insurance claim for the storm damage of July 1, 2011.  $15,261.17 after the $250 deductible.


COUNCIL -  Monthly Reports – does the council wish to eliminate the monthly reports due to heavy workloads.  The personnel committee will look at this and bring it back to the council if necessary.

The Mayor recognized Mike Kenney for 12 years of service to the city and Adrian (Dubs) Schiebel for 7 years of service.  Thank you to both.

Discussion on council pay.  Hoyhtya will see what other cities are paying.

Discussion on going paperless for the council.  This will be looked into at budget time.
