Motion to transfer the 2 lots to Dr. Fiedler and that he pay all closing costs for the city and start construction within 12 months of the closing date by Council Member Gentry with a second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Olson voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to have Honey Do fertilize and spray Main Street Park and Lion’s Park for weed control by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Olson.    Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Olson voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The Mayor proposed to start a business recognition campaign during Corn Chaff Days. Council Member Olson made a motion to start the Business Recognition starting with the oldest business in town with a second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, and Olson voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.  Hoyhtya will contact the History Center for their help in determining the oldest business.  This business will be recognized at the banquet on Friday night.
