MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

May 9, 2011
CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on May 9th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Acting Mayor Olson.  Members present: Acting Mayor Janet Olson, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, and Greg Radermacher. Absent Mayor Jeff Heerdt  Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya.  Others present: Gary Bipes, Lowell Grimm, Ruth Hamilton, Debra McIntosh  and Jerome Schueller. 
Welcome to everyone by Acting Mayor Olson.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Council Member Bergsma motioned to approve the agenda with the following additions: 6D Gary Bipes reporting on the MCOA conference, 6E. Accessibility rate, 7 tabled, 8 cancelled and 9F3 Employee Recognition, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion to approve the April 11, 2011 by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL 
Lael Dornseif stated they had recorded high water usage and asked the council for a reduction of their bill.  Council Member Radermacher made a motion to credit the sewer portion of their utility bill for the high recorded usage of sewer for the past two months and remove the late fees with a second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

Casey Clark put in a bid in on the storage building to rent.  Motion by Council Member Gentry to rent the storage building for a year with monthly payments of $200 and maintenance fees of $150.00 per month with documentation of the maintenance turned into the office monthly, second by Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

Gary Bipes attended the Minnesota Council of Airports conference and gave the council a report.

The council again discussed the accessibility rate.  By January 2013 the city will have to put in a conservation rate.  The council will address this issue when they look at the budget.

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES
Ordinance 125 Gas Franchise was tabled.  Waiting for Center Point Energy to get back to the city.

Resolution 11-14 was cancelled. Quick Take Action.  

Airport – Two representatives from Mn/DOT Aeronautics were out and discussed snow removal,  hangers and taxiways.  The bid for the snow removal/grass mowing was tabled until the next meeting.

EDA – Hummingbird Court is full and Prairie View is down two rooms.  A committee was formed to look at applications that come in for the revolving loan fund money.

Library – The Friends of the Library turned over the new computers and copy machine they purchased for the library to the city.  

Police  - The police continue to work on blights, mock disaster and monitor burglaries.

Motion to accept the bid from PMI for two Zoll Plus AED’s in the amount of $2,450.00 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

The council has the revised Emergency Management Plan.  The next council meeting there will be more information on the Mock drill.

Water/Wastewater Departments

Patching and dust control estimates have been sent out.

Administration

The council would like to see a bathroom put in the old fire hall city side.  Table the electrical bid until all the costs are in.

Motion to approve Knife River to rent a portion of the fire hall parking lot far east back side to stock pile fines at $2,000 and water at $5.25 per 1,000 gallons and to make sure the approach is fixed if damaged and the crushed asphalt is spread out over the parking lot when finished by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

Employee Recognition:  Mike Kenney 11 years, Adrian Schiebel 6 years,  Sarah Nelson 1 year, John Reigstad 1 year.  Thank you for your years of service.
Jeff Heerdt and Greg Radermacher will join Hoyhtya on a committee to meet with Dr. Fiedler.

Personnel Committee

The council reviewed the Public Works Supervisor and Public Works Maintenance job descriptions. Schueller would like the title changed from Supervisor to Superintendent.

Tabled until the next meeting.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

The council motioned to approve the payables for $22,787.52 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

The airport courtesy car is back at the airport.  Bergsma will look at the Ford Ranger for a second opinion.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
