Swimming Pool report, and add Triple K bill to payables, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

CITIZENS ADDRESSING THE COUNCIL 
Dr. Rick Clark was present to address the council about the accessibility rate for the lawn meters again.  A committee of Council Member Olson and Mayor Heerdt was formed to look into the charges and bring back information to the council for the next meeting.

Council Member Chuck Gentry stepped down as Council Member and addressed the council.  He would like to close 2nd Street East from Birch Avenue to Cedar Avenue East for a car and bike show every Friday night during the summer and Friday, July 8, 2011 for a street dance during Corn Chaff Days.  Gentry talked with the only resident on that block Terry Becker and he approved. 

Motion by Council Member Olson to approve the closing of 2nd Street East from Birch Avenue to Cedar Avenue East every Friday night for a car and bike show and to close the street on Friday, July 8, 2011 for a street dance, with written approval from Terry Becker, with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
Gentry said that the road  would be closed no earlier than 5:00 p.m. and no later than 12:00 midnight.

Marlys Hagstrom thanked the council for getting her neighbor to mow his lawn.  She is concerned about dangerous animals in the city.  Police Chief Nguyen said that he is researching the dangerous dog ordinance and is working on an ordinance for Hector.

Gary Bipes passed out a picture of what he is doing at the Strategic Display area on the airport grounds.

RESOLUTION 11-16

A RESOLUTION TO CROSS OVER TRUNK HIGHWAY #4 ON SATURDAY JULY 9, 2011, FROM 11:30 A.M. TO 1:30 P.M. FOR THE HECTOR CORN CHAFF DAYS PARADE

WHEREAS, participants and event officials will obey all Minnesota Laws pertaining to the use of Highway Rights of Way; and

WHEREAS, the event officials will notify the Minnesota State Patrol of the proposed event and will provide law enforcement officers to control trunk highway traffic affected by the event; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hector agrees to assume entire responsibility and liability for all damages or injury to all persons, whether employees or otherwise and to all property, arising out of, resulting from or in any manner connected with the operation of the event.

The City of Hector agrees to indemnify the Minnesota Department of Transportation (MN/DOT), its agents and employees from all such claims including, without limiting the generality of the foregoing claims for which the Department may be or may be claimed to be liable, and legal fees and disbursements paid or incurred to enforce the provisions of this paragraph.

The City of Hector further agrees to obtain, maintain and pay for such general liability coverage as will ensure the provisions of this paragraph.

WHEREAS, the City of Hector will be responsible for any damage done to the highway property as a result of the event activities, damages payable upon receipt of invoice.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the City Council of the City of Hector permits the parade route to cross over Trunk Highway #4  at Ash Avenue and Douglas Avenue East for the Hector Corn Chaff Days Parade on July 9th from 11:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES
Airport – Motion to approve the advertising for bids, not to be accepted until the grant becomes available by Council Member Olson with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to enter into a purchase agreement with William Roebke to purchase land needed for the airport project in the amount of $47,500 contingent on getting the grant funding by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to approve  payment #2 for $10,443.20 to Hancock Concrete once we received the grant money by Council Member Gentry, second by Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

The snow removal and grass mowing contract was reviewed by the city attorney and Hoyhtya read his suggestions: Termination clause and Service.  Motion to award the contract to Kevin Wulkan, with the Airport Advisory Committees understanding that they not come back to the council and say they need more money, by Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member  Olson.     Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Dave Nelson told the council that they have formed a fund raising committee and are working on raising funds to help support their budget.

EDA – The council discussed the city involvement with Prairie View.  Tealwood is hired to manage the whole facility and should be responsible from curb to curb.  The tax payers of the City of Hector should not have to subsidize Prairie View. 
A motion by Council Member Gentry to turn over all of the management inside and out to Tealwood for 2012, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.

Police  - The police continue to work on blights, mock disaster and monitor identity thefts.
The police will research whether licensed animal owners are treated differently than those that do not have licenses.
Police Chief Kguyen asked the council about having an ATV ordinance.  There has been a high number of complaints about ATV’s running around town and we do not want to have any accidents.  There was damage to the water plant building this weekend from an AVT doing wheelies and spraying rocks in the siding. 

Motion to rescind the PMI bid for AED’s and purchase Zoll Plus AED’s locally in Minnesota for $1,200 by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.

Chief Nguyen explained the two bids received on the squad car equipment.  
COP Shop came in at $6,691.39 and Pro Action at $5,968.45.  Motion to accept the bid from Pro Action with remaining moneys to be determined on other accessories by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.  The Chief will look into selling or trading the radar unit.

The Emergency Mock Drill will be taking place Saturday, June 18, 2011.  There are 22 volunteers so far with more coming in daily.  The volunteers will meet at the Main Street Park at 7:00 a.m. with the drill starting at 9:00 a.m.  The drill will be a tornado that hits the west side of town from 2nd Street West to the Y. Fairfax, Bird Island, Buffalo Lake, Olivia and Renville County emergency squads will be assisting along with North Memorial Helicopter.  These squads are grateful that Hector is doing this and inviting them to participate for a real learning experience that they can take back to their communities. These crews will meet at the fire hall at 8:30 along with the council.  Thank you to everyone that has helped in planning this event.   

Police Chief Position – Police Chief Nguyen has given his resignation due to taking on a new full time position in St. Paul.  He will stay on until the city is able to find a replacement.  As it is not in the budget the council would like him to stay on until they can put the funding in the budget.  Motion by Council Member Olson to accept the Chief’s resignation as stated with a second by Council Member Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.  

POST Board will be out on June 23, 2011 to review the department’s policies and procedures.    
Public Works Department -  Motion to remove the Ranger Pick-up from the bid list and have Carlson Collision repair for $396.00 and the employees put in a new parking brake line for the maximum of $67.97 by Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.  

Motion to replace the clutch at Mr. Tire Shop on the One-Ton pickup for $1,036.26 by Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member Bergsma.     Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.  The council reviewed the 2011 Projects list.  
Motion to replace the fire hydrant at the corner of 3rd Street East and Cedar Avenue East by Juul Contracting for $4,362.99 by Council Member Gentry, second by Council member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motions carried.  
In December the council voted to table a $.03 increase in rates for water and sewer until July 1, 2011.  This was tabled until next meeting when Hoyhtya will have the increased revenue and what the current expenses and revenues are for these departments.
