CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on July 26th at 7:30 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:   Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson, and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya.  Also present Kevin Friesen with USDA. 
The Mayor thanked the council members for coming. 
Friesen went over the letter of conditions.  The RD Loan is not to exceed $75,000 and the RD grant is not to exceed $34,000.  Totaling $109,000.  The city will have 5 years to use these funds.  The loan is a ten year loan.  The city originally put in for rescue equipment of a new Jaws of Life and grass rig.  The fire department can also look at a generator, turnout gear, and 4-wheeler as rescue equipment.

The loan payment for ten years will be $9,479.00 at 4.5% interest.  The Fire Department Relief Association said that they could make that payment with the money they give the city at the end of the year earmarking it for this purpose.

Motion by Council Member Olson to approve the USDA grant/loan for $109,000 for a grass rig/equipment with a second by Council member Radermacher.  Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor none voted against.  Motion carried.
ADJOURNEMENT 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Gentry.  Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
