CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on August 13th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present: Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya, and Police Chief Pat Callahan.  Others present: Hugh Veit with Moore Engineering, Theresa Fink  Lowell Grimm, Marlys Hagstrom, John Hubin, Todd Kramer, Susan Kley, Marty Lawson, Andrew Markgraf, Crystal Ostenberg, Zachery Pierce, Jerome Schueller, Steve Squibb, Stephanie Whalen, and Bob Wilson.   

Welcome to everyone by Mayor Heerdt.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Council Member Olson motioned to approve the agenda with an addition of swimming pool inspection, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion of approval of the July 9, 2012 minutes by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS AND COMMUNICATIONS
Hugh Veit – Moore Engineering – went over the Sewer Letter of Conditions with the council for the Rural Development Loan $1,363,000 and RD Grant $299,000 Other Funds $1,473,000.
He also went over the Agreement for Professional Services between Moore Engineering for the Wastewater Connection and Treatment Improvements for industrial wastewater from Triple J Farms project and the Agreement for Professional Services between Moore Engineering for the Phase 1, Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements project.
Rural Development has reviewed the agreements and approved of them. 
By combining the two projects the city should see a considerable savings on the bids.
Triple J Farms will pay for all expenses having to do with their project.
Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve the Agreement with Moore Engineering for Phase 1 & 2 Wastewater Connection and Treatment Improvements for industrial wastewater from Triple J Farms project under the condition that the Agreement for Wastewater Treatment Services between the City of Hector and Triple J Farms is signed, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bergsma with a second by Council Member Radermacher to enter into an Agreement with Moore Engineering for Phase 1, Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
Motion to approve contingent on the staff and city approval of Plans and Specs for Phase 1 & 2 Wastewater Connection and Treatment Improvements for industrial wastewater from Triple J Farms project and to move forward by advertising for bids by Council Member Olson with a second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to approve the on-sale liquor license and off-sale license to Theresa Jerome Fink and for the American Bar & Grill by Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Miguel Rodriguez asked the council to forgive some of the mowing bill for 231 Main Street North, stating it was too high.  The council made no change.

Marlys Hagstrom asked about a DNR grant that Cosmos received for tree replacement.  Hector has looked into this and is on the list to get information on it when it comes around again.

Marty Lawson asked about graveling the alleys.  The Public Works supervisor has put together a list of alleys to be graveled and he orders gravel accordingly.

The sound will be looked into on the cable channel for the taping of the council meetings.  For this meeting the TV is not working.

A Resolution Approving the Hector Fire Department Relief Association 
Service Pension Benefit Amount

WHEREAS the fire fighters of the City of Hector have lawfully organized as a Relief Association to administer a firefighter relief association pension fund under the laws of the State of Minnesota; and

WHEREAS the Association has a Lump Sum Pension Plan, which is a special fund that is used to provide a lump sum service pension upon the retirement of a volunteer fire fighter; and

WHEREAS this Service Pension Plan is a recruitment and retention tool for the Hector Fire Department and the City of Hector; and

WHEREAS the Relief Association has audited the pension fund through the services of a qualified professional accountant and have determined that an annual service pension amount of $1,300.00 would be supported by the fund; and

WHEREAS Minnesota Statute 424A.02 states that the relief association service pension amounts must be approved by the City Council; and

WHEREAS the Hector Fire Department Relief Association is requesting the City Council approve the 2012 pension amount of $1,300.00 per year of service;

WHEREAS prior to the retirement of a Fire Fighter, the Relief Association will evaluate the pension amount through the services of a qualified professional accountant prior to final approval by the City Council;

SO THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Hector City Council that it hereby approves an the annual service plan pension amount for the Hector Fire Department Relief Association members in the amount of $1,300.00 per year of service, effective August 13, 2012.

Congratulations to Charles Mathiowetz for 24 years of service to the Fire Department.

Planning Commission – The planning commission met to discuss a request to allow a pole barn shed on a residential property without a permanent dwelling.  This is not allowed in the ordinance.  The council discussed properties that are not buildable but agreed that on buildable lots this would not be acceptable.

Police – The council reviewed the job descriptions for the Police Department.  A discussion on First Responders versus First Aid with CPR and AED training.  A revised job description will be on the next regular agenda.

Public Works – Truck Replacement the council looked at quotes for a new 1 ton truck, including sander, box & hoist and plow.  Council Member Olson will check on other pricing for the extras such as sanders, box & hoist and plow.  The quote is for $38,416.96 and there is $25,423.05 in the capital fund.  Schueller’s idea is to borrow from the water or wastewater capital fund to buy this truck.   This was tabled until September.  Schueller will be going to the fair and will look at what they have to offer.

Swimming Pool – The pool will be closing on August 24, 2012.
The inspector was here and the pool passed inspection with flying colors.

Administration – Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve the 2013-2014 Assessment Agreement with the county with a second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Council -  The attorney addressed the council request for a clarification on the Hoyhtya parcel and alley in question by Mr. Francis Nelson.  It is the attorney’s opinion that:
“If the issue was one the City using the property for access to US 212 for the benefit of the public, then the city might have some interest in the matter as an adverse public use. However this does not seem to be the case.  The property in question is privately owned, and the parties who are upset by the barrier that has been put in place are also private parties.  While my review of the law leads me to believe at this time that those private parties would not be successful if they asserted a claim of right over Mr. Hoyhtya’s property, that claim is for them to bring in a civil action at their own expense.   I do not believe that the City need be involved in any way, either for the benefit of or in opposition to any involved party.”  Based on the attorney’s opinion the city will not be involved any further.

The council had discussion on a salary increase for the council.  This was dropped after discussion.

Accounts Payable - Motion to approve the payables for $141,173.66 by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
 
The council will hold their annual council-township meeting at the Fire Hall on September 5, 2012 at 7:00 p.m.
