SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MEETING
AUGUST 22, 2012

CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
A special meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on August 22, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present:  Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson, and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya and Police Chief Callahan.  Others present: Jerome Schueller. 

City Administrator, Hoyhtya informed the council that Duininck Inc. have hired Hjerpe to come in and remove concrete form the sidewalks that have scaling on Wednesday, August 28, 2012 at 8:00 a.m.  Capital will then come in and replace the sidewalks.  This is all under warranty work.
 
The council then looked at the budget questions for the 2013 budget.  The changes made to the budget revenues will be put in a form of a resolution at a later regular council meeting.  

Liquor license change the temporary malt liquor to $100 a day.

Change the vehicle impound fee to $25 da day.

They tabled the discussion on disposal of septic waster (bio-Solids)

Community center rent at the present time is no fee for non-profits request a donation.

All equipment rates will be raised $5 an hour.
 
Change the Salary Distribution:  remove 5% from Airport for Administrative, change Schueller’s
% for water from 35 to 30, wastewater from 20 to 30 and street from 35 to 30. 

Hoyhtya to check on the cost of ambulance billing.

Pull the Deputy Clerk’s job description for the council to look at.
Council will look at the hours also.

Schueller present a letter to the council asking for a raise.  There was discussion and the council told him that they would be looking at this when they look at all the numbers.  In the mean time Hoyhtya to use the increases from last year to figure the salaries in the budget.
