CALL TO ORDER – MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING
A meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on January 14th at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Squibb.  Members present: Mayor Steven Squibb, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya, and Police Chief Pat Callahan.  Others present: William Dorman, Lowell Grimm, Marlys Hagstrom, Tyson Hajicek with Moore Engineering, John Hubin, Marty Lawson, and Penny Macik,     

Welcome to everyone by Mayor Squibb.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Council Member Olson motioned to approve the agenda with the additions of 5.08 under the consent agenda for Resolution 13.07 Transfer of Funds, Minutes from 1-9-13 meeting E. Administration Non-Profit, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Bergsma to approve the consent agenda, with a second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS AND COMMUNICATIONS
Tyson Hajicek with Moore Engineering presented the bills to be paid. Motion by Council Member Bergsma approves the following payment requests for the Triple J Farms Project:

Hajicek said that the project should be operational in about a month.
Moore Engineering will be negotiating a change order on the manhole placements with RL Larson Excavating, Inc.
Moore Engineering is working with Terry Ahlbrecht to satisfy him on a manhole issue on his property.  Moore Engineering feels that they did not notify Ahlbrecht that they would be putting a manhole on his property and will be paying him from their funds $7,500 to satisfy this obligation.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS AND COMMITTEES

Ambulance – Motion to accept Dave Nelson and Natalie Nelson’s resignation effective January 7, 2013 by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Gentry, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, Olson abstained, none voted against.  Motion carried.
Mayor Squibb said he was very sad to see them go and the council thanked them for their 17 years of service to the Hector community.  They will be deeply missed.  The ambulance is always looking for new members.  

The city has hired Metro Billing Services, Inc. of Mandan, ND to do the ambulance billing.  Their fee is $18.00 per run/service and a $500 computer set up fee.
All the paper work has been sent in and they are notifying Medicare and insurance companies.
    
EDA – Motion to enter into a contract Welcome Home Management to do the Management at Prairie View starting April 1, 2013 by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.  The EDA should review in 3-6 months to see how things are going. 

Police – Police Chief Callahan reviewed the December report.  One vehicle was cited and impounded regarding a snow emergency and it is still impounded.  The radar antenna was replaced on the Caprice under warranty.  Officer Koford was injured via a dog bite incident. The Hernandez pit bull was surrendered to the city, euthanized and tests conducted for rabies and distemper.  The new potentially dangerous and dangerous dog ordinance is working.
He also reviewed his annual report.  Animal complaints were 20% of all the calls for the year.

The council discussed the On-Call Policy.   Motion to have a trial period with hard documentation of cost of gas, mileage and actual response times to incidents reviewed in 90 days
of the proposed on-call policy by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Radermacher.  Bergsma, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, Gentry voted against.  Motion carried.  

Public Works – Discussion as to the reason for the water tower going down in December.  Also a discussion on the condition of the water treatment plant and wastewater plant.
The council has asked for a policy and instructions manual drawn up so that anyone can walk in and figure out a problem if a problem occurs at the plants in the past and wants that done immediately.  They also want Dave Keintz cross trained as they had instructed in the past. 

Administration – Motion to approve the 2013 committee schedules by Council Member Radermacher, second by Council Member Bergsma. Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.  

Non-Profit – Council Member Olson made a motion to direct City Attorney Jon Saunders to create paperwork for a non-profit to handle the city events, second by Council Member Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.  
This group will have a board of directors and will handle all the funding for the events.  This will help those that work in these events from being personally sued if a situation arises.   They will also need to carry event insurance.

The city is required every three years to complete a pay equity report.  The report is due January 31, 2013 and has been completed.  The city has reported 6 job classifications, 2 female and 4 male.  It is not required to report volunteer, temporary part time or seasonal employees.  An official notice has been posted and employees notified as required.
 
A draft of the revised Animal Ordinance was discussed.  The council will review this month and bring any comments back to the next meeting.

Police Chief Callahan noted that he is also working on the Blight Ordinance to make it more enforceable.

ADJOURNMENT 
The meeting was adjourned at 8:07 p.m. with a motion by Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Bergsma.  Bergsma, Gentry, Olson, Radermacher and Squibb voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.
