


HECTOR CITY COUNCIL 
SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MEETING
OCTOBER 29, 2012

CALL TO ORDER – SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
A special meeting of the Hector City Council was called to order on October 29, 2012 at 6:15 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance by Mayor Heerdt.  Members present: Mayor Jeff Heerdt, Council Members:  Ralph Bergsma, Chuck Gentry, Janet Olson and Greg Radermacher. Staff present:  City Administrator Barbara Hoyhtya and Chief Pat Callahan  Others present: Steve Squibb. 

Motion to accept the bids from K & S Millwrights, Inc. at $105.00 per hour and Howard Hughes Excavating at $95.00 per hour with a minimum of two hours for both Hector and Buffalo Lake for snow hauling for the 2012-2013 season by Council Member Bergsma, second by Council Member Gentry.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried.

Motion to accept the bid for a new furnace at the water treatment plant from Hector Plumbing and Heating for $2,441.00 for a 120,000 BTU 96% eff. By Council Member Olson, second by Council Member Radermacher.   Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried. 

Motion to award the contract to Hjerpe Contracting to lower the water main below improvements to existing 20” Renville County tile north of town for $5,350.00 by Council Member Gentry, second by Council Member Olson.  Bergsma, Gentry, Heerdt, Olson and Radermacher voted in favor, none voted against.  Motion carried. 

The neighbors on 2nd and 3rd Street between Cedar and Birch have a flooding problem in the alley.  They would like to request that the council look into this issue.  Hoyhtya will research the history of the drain being plugged some years ago.

Budget 2013
The council would like to go out to bids for the mowing of the cemetery for 2013 season.
The council discussed salaries, performance reviews, capital projects funds, swimming pool fund raisers, debt costs and charges.  The department heads need to stay within their budgets.
The budget will stand as it is with the public input on the final budget and tax levy to be December 10, 2012 at 6:30 p.m.   At the December council meeting on the 10th the city will certify the budget.
