FEBRUARY 9, 2015

PRESENT: Acting Mayor Chuck Gentry, Council Members Greg Radermacher and Doug Best.  

ABSENT: Mayor Steven Squibb and Councilor Ralph Bergsma

STAFF PRESENT: Kathy Blackwell, Jerome Schueller, Clifton Allan and Gary Groen.

ALSO PRESENT: Carter Best, Marty Lawson, Jan Gehling, Seth Kirtz, Heather McFall, Doug Kirtz, Allan Kirgiss, Jill Carlson, David Carlson, Ruth Hamilton, and Sheryl Rueber.

Acting Mayor Chuck Gentry opened the meeting following the pledge of allegiance.  

AGENDA- MOTION by Doug Best, seconded by Greg Radermacher and carried to approve the agenda including the following additions: Resolution 2015-8, Wage increases per budget, Liquor License Applications and land fill rates.  MOTION by Greg Radermacher, seconded by Doug Best and carried to approve the consent agenda.

MOORE – Clif Allan gave a project update.  USDA/RD has not yet approved all the phases of the project.  USDA/RD engineers have sent comments and questions for Moore to answer.  With some Boy Scouts present at the meeting, Councilor Best asked that a summary of the project be given so the Scouts had a better idea of what was being discussed.  Clif explained infrastructure, what it does, how it works and the process of replacing it.  Clif showed the group a very old section of pipe in comparison with a section of modern pipe.  

AEM – Gary Groen presented the 4th quarter 2014 report that is on a cash basis.  Gary reviewed the general fund revenues and expenditures, as well as the capital fund that was created in 2013.  

CITIZEN COMMENTS: Sheryl Rueber asked about police department training.  Doug Best stated that he will be meeting with Officer Koford and Officer Kozel and will verify their training levels.
 
RESOLUTION – MOTION by Greg Radermacher, seconded by Doug Best and carried to adopt Resolution 2015-8 Adopting the Renville County All-Hazard Mitigation Plan.

AIRPORT – Jerome Schueller and Kathy Blackwell explained the terms of the lease that was discussed by the Airport Advisory Committee and Renter Greg Piehl.  Upon the recommendation of the Advisory Committee, MOTION by Greg Radermacher, seconded by Doug Best and carried to approve the lease with Greg Piehl.  

AMBULANCE – MOTION by Chuck Gentry, seconded by Greg Radermacher and carried to approve Luke Krueger to the ambulance crew.  

EDA – Chuck Gentry and Kathy Blackwell explained activities at Hummingbird Court including a move out, carpet cleaning and painting.  

PUBLIC WORKS – Jerome Schueller updated the council on activities including the FEMA coverage from flood damage, an award of commendation from PCA, and a water sample.  Schueller and Blackwell gave a summary of the radio read water meter project that is near complete.  

COMMUNITY CENTER/LIBRARY – Clerk Blackwell reported that two recent acts of vandalism had taken place at the building.  The council was supportive of keeping the building locked when not in use.  A more permanent solution should be explored such as security cameras or modifying the second set of entry doors so that they can be locked.  

COUNCIL ELECTRONIC DEVICE – As approved in Resolution 2014-24, Clerk Blackwell obtained a quote to purchase a Surface Pro 3 for Councilors Best, Radermacher and Bergsma.  MOTION by Greg Radermacher, seconded by Doug Best and carried to accept the quote from CDW*G at $3,717.51.

DEPARTMENT REORGANIZATION – The council tabled this discussion until a later date.

LIQUOR LICENSES – Clerk Blackwell reported that the American Bar and Grill and The Other Place have submitted their renewal liquor license applications, paid the license fees, provided a certificate of insurance and are current on their property taxes; Blackwell then recommended the council approve the license applications.  MOTION by Greg Radermacher, seconded by Doug Best and carried to approve the liquor license applications as submitted.  

LANDFILL FEES – The council discussed an increase in the monthly landfill base rates and price of the bags.  A decision was tabled.

PUBLIC TRANSIT – Acting Mayor Chuck Gentry acknowledged the receipt of a thank you from Central Community Transit for the city’s financial contribution in 2015.

MOTION by Doug Best and seconded by Greg Radermacher to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 p.m.
