The meeting was called to order by Mayor Squibb at 7PM, the pledge was suspended as several council members needed to return to work.

The Council was provided with a review of the bids for the roof work, and also replacement of the heat/ac function for the theater section.  The cost of the total project at this time based on the low bidders was around $35,000.  After much discussion about timing and specifics, the project was tabled till spring to ensure funding and quality installation.

The Council members serving on the Personnel committee provided the rest of the group with a review of the candidates that had been interviewed for the full time clerk position.  Both candidates were equally qualified for the position, and it was felt were fully capable of doing the job.  After much discussion a motion was offered by Chuck and seconded by Ralph to offer the position to Carly Kramer pending a successful background employment check.  All voted for; none voted against – Motion Carried.  The personnel committee will finalize the agreement and start date.

An additional review of the Budget data was conducted including review of the Labor costs and Sewer rates.  After much discussion around the available funds, the overall attitude of the employees and the requirements of the sewer (enterprise) fund; the council recommended including $10,000 in the labor budget for salary increases and a .004 cent increase in the sewer rates (brings the total rate to 7.00 per 1,000 gallons).
